This is es-

pecially true for our Mother Mary, who gave birth to 

Jesus the Son of God. However, being the mother of 

Jesus came with immense hardships and sorrow as 

he grew and became the savior of the world. The 

Feast of Our Lady of Sorrows honors the spiritual 

martyrdom of our beloved Mother Mary and the Sev-

en Sorrows that she endured over the course of Je-

susõ life and death. The Seven Sorrows are: 

  

 The prophecy of Simeon (Luke 2:25-35) 

 The flight into Egypt (Matthew 2:13-15) 

 The Loss of the Child Jesus for three days 

(Luke 2:41-50) 

 Mary meets Jesus on his way to Calvary (Luke 

23:27-31; John 19:17) 

 Crucifixion and Death of Jesus (John 19:25-

30) 

 The body of Jesus being taken down from the 

Cross (Psalm 130; Luke 23:50-54; John 19:31-37)  

 The burial of Jesus (Isaiah 53:8; Luke 23:50-

56; John 19:38-42; Mark 15:40-47) 

 

The suffering of Mary reminds us of the tremendous 

evil of sin and shows us the way of true repentance. 

By responding to suffering and hardship with com-

passion the way our Mother did, we bring ourselves 

into a closer relationship with God our Father. We 

invite you to take some time out of your day today to 

read through the passages listed above and reach 

out to Our Lady of Sorrows in prayer. Here is an ex-

ample to help you start:
