Two months later, the woman met the priest 

in the street and was courageous enough to 

face him and said, òGood morning Father, 

you surely realized that we no longer attend 

Mass in your parish. This is because weõre 

very angry with you. The day you ate in our 

house, there was a 50 dollar bill on the table.
